
Between August 2022
and January 2023, the
TOCL consortium
partners worked on the
R1 research,
encompassing desk and
field research in five
countries. They
conducted interviews
and focus groups with
experts and
professionals in cultural
and language education,
as well as migrants that
were/are part of the
language classes and are
now working as language
teachers for other
migrants. The result is a
vast treasury of
information packed into
one report.
